Augusztus 4-én, szerdan késoé délutan érkeztem meg az ukran févaros repiildterére. Mar
vartak a Kolleg szervezdi és egy eldre megrendelt €s kifizetett taxihoz kisértek, amely a
haromcsillagos Rus hotelbe vitt.
Felhivtak a figyelmemet, hogy
masnap reggel 9 orakor a szalloda
halljaban lesz a regisztracio.
Minden kiilfoldi ugyanebben a
szallodaban lakott, még néhany
ukran résztvevo is. A szalloda,
szerény mindsitését meghazudtolo,
kifogéstalan szobaval allt a rendel-
kezésemre. Minden nap nagylelkii
svédasztalos reggelit kaptam. A
reggelit, csakiigy, mint a szallast
elére rendezték a meghivok.

Masnap reggel a regisztracio a
megadott  idében  elkezdddott,
program-  ¢és  absztraktfiizetet,
valamint részletes leirast kaptunk,
hogy a Kolleg helyszineire hogyan lehet eljutni. A programot ugyanis gy allitottak 0ssze,
hogy minden nap mas helyszin adott otthont a rendezvénynek. A regisztracid napjan délutan
gyalogos kiséretet adtak a szervezdk ahhoz a 30 perces
sétahoz, amivel eljuthattunk a délutani fogadésra, a Német
Nagykovetségre.

A
Kolleg otthona aznap a Feofania Klinika volt, amely egy
Kijev kiilvarosaban elhelyezkedd, 48 hektaros gyonyori
parkban létrehozott, 42 épiiletbdl allo, a modern orvostu-
"1 domany teljes kelléktarat felvonultato klinikai komplexum.
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B I W S gelit aznap a koérhaz egyik termében kaptuk (édes teasii-
temény, kavé, tea, tditditalok). A koérhaz vezetdinek idvozld szavai utan egész nap az

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Report on the Humboldt Kolleg organized by the Ukrainian Humboldt Association
Kyiv, Ukraine, August 4-8, 2010
Mathematics and Life Sciences: Possibilities, Interlacements and Limits

I arrived in the Ukrainian capital by airplane on August 4, Wednesday, late in the after-
noon. The organizers were waiting for me and escorted me to a reserved and prepaid cab that
took me to the three-star hotel Rus. They told me that registration would start the next
morning at 9 in the lobby of the hotel. All foreign participants and some Ukrainians were
accommodated in this hotel. The hotel provided an excellent room despite its modest qualifi-
cation. We were served a generous buffet breakfast every day.

On Thursday, registration started on time, we received a program and an abstract book,
and also a detailed description of getting to the different events on our own. The program was
built up in a way that every day a different institution gave home to the Kolleg. On the day of
the registration participants at the hotel were offered a guide for the 30 min walking to the
German Embassy where a press conference, short welcome speeches and a reception took
place. The ambassador, the representative of the Ukrainian Humboldt Association, and those
of all three institutions giving home to the Kolleg had their talk. Dr. Gisela Janetzke, deputy
secretary general of the Alexander von Humboldt Foundation had a lecture of 30 min about
the Foundation.

The next day work started. The allocated place for the Kolleg that day was the Clinical
Hospital Feofania located in the suburbs of Kyiv in a 48 ha park. It is a clinical complex
consisting of 42 buildings, providing the full spectrum of contemporary medical services. A
rented bus took us there from the hotel. Since the outside temperature was 99 F, the air-
conditioned lecture hall was highly appreciated. Breakfast was served that day in the hospital
(cookies, coffee, tea, and soft drinks). Following the welcome speeches of the leaders of the
hospital, life sciences section was on all day long. The talks were interrupted with coffee
breaks several times (with drink and food similar to the breakfast), and a warm buffet lunch.
Plenary talks were 30 min long, followed by parallel sessions of contributed talks (20 min
each). Some sessions were dedicated to young researchers, whose presentations were ranked
by the audience; and a competition followed. The awardees were recognized during the final
session of the Kolleg. In the breaks we could also have a look at the posters.

That night a rented bus took us to a restaurant about 20 km from Kyiv. The restaurant was
located in the middle of a charming recreational area and provided music. Special food was
served continuously.

The program continued on Saturday at the celebration hall of Shevchenko University. The
mathematics session was organized in a similar manner to the life sciences the previous day
(plenary talks, parallel sessions, youth contributions, and posters). A rented bus took us that
evening to the river port, where we embarked on a ship that made a tour on the Dnieper river
within the town. Live music and dinner contributed to our good time.

Sunday morning Kyiv Polytechnic University gave home to the talks which were mainly
addressing mathematics, including some presentations on life sciences. This university is one
of the oldest and biggest universities in Europe set in a 110 ha park.

The closing section took place that afternoon. Unfortunately I had to leave immediately
following the session where I was chairman, because my plane was due. The organizers were
careful and generous enough to order (and pay) a cab for me to the airport.

The functions of the Kolleg were controlled by the organizers, a questionnaire was
handed out on Saturday where participants could rate everything from scientific programs to
accommodation. I almost exclusively gave maximum points to all of the questions.

The Kolleg had an internet home page of its own where most of the relevant information
could be read in advance.



A sincere gratitude and acknowledgement is due to the organizers and to the sponsors
(probably mostly the Humboldt Foundation) of the Kolleg for their efforts. I hope that the
Kolleg in Budapest in 2011 will also be a success satisfying all participants!
